Learning: 

This week, the children have begun their first week of phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have also been introduced to their first sounds — s, a, t, p — and have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

In our Maths learning the children have been learning to count to 10. We have been practicing counting to 10 from a random number. The children have been clapping and counting to 10 and looking at a number line to see what each number looks like. We have been counting not only items but actions and sounds too. The children have been attempting to order numbers 1-10 with adult support. 

In Project this week the children have been learning all about the colour monsters and what each colour feeling is in relation to its colour. The children listened to the story ‘The Colour monster’ and made a card for someone special to them to make their friend feel happy. 
 
In our UTW learning this week we have been learning all about Harvest and what it means. 
  
In our child-initiated-learning (CIL) time the children have been practicing mark making simple s,a,t,p shapes. We have been ordering numbers to 10, creating playdoh colour monsters and exploring water play outdoors.
