Learning: 

This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been introduced to  the sounds — i, n, m, d  — and have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

In our Maths learning the children have been learning how to write numerals 1-10. We have been learning our number rhymes to make each number and practising how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been counting simple amounts and writing down the correct numeral to match the amount. 

In Project this week the children have been learning all about ‘Our community’. We have been exploring maps and looked at a simple map of Hatfield. We used Google Earth to look at different types of maps and how to locate landmarks on a map. The children made their own map of Hatfield discussing what they see on their way to school. 
 
In our UTW learning this week we have been learning all about ‘Black History Month’ and the special people in the past who made a difference. We discussed how everyone is special and different and listened to a story ‘We are all different’.  
  
In our child-initiated-learning (CIL) time the children have been practicing mark making simple i, n.m.d shapes. We have been ordering numbers to 10, creating playdoh colour monsters and exploring water play outdoors. The children have enjoyed building with the construction blocks and playing with the nursery rhyme puppets.
