Autumn 1, Week 8
  
Learning: 

This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been introduced to  the sounds — ck, e, u, r - and have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

In our Maths learning the children have been ordering amounts to 10. We have been practicing counting to 10 from random numbers and counting out small amounts from small set. The children have ordered small amounts like 3, 6, 9 using cube towers and compared the towers using key vocabulary more and less. 

In Literacy the children listened to a familiar story ‘Goldilocks and the three bears.’ We discussed who is in the story and what happened. The children drew a picture of their own family and wrote initial sounds to match each family member. 

In Project this week the children have been continuing their learning on houses and homes. The children drew someone special in their family and verbalised who is special in their family and why. 
 
In our UTW learning this week we have been learning all about ‘Diwali’. 
We learned how families celebrate Diwali with lights, food, music, and decorations. The children were fascinated by the traditions and loved hearing the story Lighting a Lamp, which helped bring the celebration to life.
