Learning: 

This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been introduced to  the sounds — h, f, b, l - and have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

In our Maths learning the children have been learning new positional language. The children have been introduced and modelled language such as under/below/edge/corner/above. 

In Literacy the children listened to a familiar story ‘The three little pigs’. We discussed the story and what happens in the story. The children ordered the story in small groups using visual cards. 

In Project this week the children have been introduced to rhythm and rhyme. We have listened to the story ‘We’re going on a bear hunt’. The children re-told the story using different visuals and drew the different scenes in which the characters in the story travel through. 
 
In our UTW learning this week we have been learning all about ‘Bonfire night’ and how to keep safe. We watched firework videos and discussed the shapes, colours and patterns we could see. The children created their own firework picture.
