Furthermore, utilise the websites we use in school to enhance learning. IXL offers English and math resources that align with our curriculum focus. Spelling Shed enables children to practice spellings pertinent to their year group, in
addition to the weekly spellings. TTRS helps children improve their recall of multiplication tables, which are essential for most of the KS2 maths curriculum. Numbots is most effective in KS1 for reinforcing number bonds. Some
students in school have access to Nessy, a program for reading and spelling.
