Autumn 2, Week 2
  
Learning: 

This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been introduced to the sounds — ff, ll, ss and j - and have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

In our Maths lessons, the children have been learning new positional language. The children have been using language such as left, right, turn, roll, and slide. 

In Literacy the children revisited the familiar story, ‘The three little pigs’. We recapped what happens and who the characters are. We then created something called a ‘story map’ using pictures and actions to retell the story. 

In Project this week the children have continued learning about rhythm and rhyme. We listened to the song ‘Old McDonald Had a Farm’. The children each had an instrument and used it to make different sounds for the different animals. They then got to explore playing the instruments in provision time. We also made-up clapping patterns and actions for different parts of the song.
 
In our UTW learning this week we have been learning all about ‘friendship’. We read the story ‘Meesha Makes Friends’ and discussed different questions and scenarios such as ‘what helped Meesha feel better?’, ‘how do we help someone who feels lonely?’ and ‘what do we like doing with our friends?’.
