Autumn 2, Week 3
  
Learning: 

This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been introduced to the sounds — v,w,y, and x - and have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

In our Maths lessons, the children have been learning about measurement. They have used terms such as long, shorter, longer, shorter. We have been comparing different items around the classroom using the new terms. 

In Literacy we continued on with our ‘3 Little Pigs’ story. We focused on the characters this week and describing them. We compared how the characters look and act and then tried to describe them in our books. 

In Project this week the children have continued learning about rhythm and rhyme. We listened to the rhyme ‘Incy Wincy Spider’. We made up actions for the different parts of the song. We also learned what rhymes are-2 words that sound the same. We listened to Incy Wincy again and found which words rhyme.
 
In our UTW learning this week we have learnt about Children in Need. We discussed what the charity is and what they do. We then discussed different ways that money can be raised for the charity. We finished off by decorating our own pudsey biscuits!
