Autumn 2, Week 3
  
Learning: 

This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been introduced to the sounds — z, qu, ch and plural s- and have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

In our Maths lessons, the children have been learning about measurement. This week we focused on width and height so we used terms such as wide, narrow, tall, short. We compared the width of different items in the classroom.

In Literacy the children listened to part of The Jolly Postman Christmas. We looked at different letters and what a letter is. We then practiced writing an address in our books because every letter needs an address so it can get somewhere. We focused on using the correct pencil grip.

In Project this week the children have continued learning about rhythm and rhyme. We listened to the song ‘5 currant buns’. We acted out the songs, taking turns to be the baker and the different animals buying the buns and we got out a parachute and practiced moving it to the song.
