Autumn 2, Week 5
  
Learning: 

This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been introduced to the sounds —Th, sh, ng, nk and have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

In our Maths lessons, the children have been learning about 2D shapes. We explored circles, triangles, squares and rectangles looking at how many sides they have and if the sides are curved or straight. We had a go at sorting 2d shapes based on the number of sides and hunted for the shapes around the room.

In Literacy the children had recapped the Jolly Postman and discussed some of the characters from the story. They then practiced describing a character. They put together a simple sentence describing a character and had a go at writing the sentence or describing words. 

In Project this week the children have learned about the celebration of Christmas. We looked at different symbols that we see around Christmas such as stars, presents, gifts and candles. We discussed our favourite things about Christmas and things that we see at this time of the year. We listened to the nativity story and discussed how our characters from our Christmas play are in the story.

In Understanding the world we discussed what advent is and how it is celebrated around the world. We had a go at creating different advent crafts such as wreaths and angels.
