Autumn 2, Week 6
  
Learning: 

This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have not been introduced to any new sounds but have instead been reviewing old sounds and working on their blending skills to read words. They have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

In our Maths lessons, the children have been learning about 3D shapes. We explored spheres, cubes, cuboids, cones, cylinders and square based pyramids. We have been comparing them to real life objects like balls for spheres and ice cream cones for cones. We looked at their sides, faces and corners.

In Literacy the children had recapped the Jolly Postman and the characters in the book. We reminded ourselves what a letter is and who delivers them. During our lesson we found a diary entry from the witch in the story, in the classroom! She must have left it behind! In it she wrote about how sad she was that she wasn’t invited to a birthday party so we decided to write her invitations to our Christmas show! 

In Project this week the children have learned about different celebrations and how they use light. We read a story called the Little Glow and looked at pictures of celebrations from Ramadan, Lunar New Year, Christmas and Diwali as all these celebrations have some form of light.

We also had great fun this week when we got to meet Santa and sit in his sleigh, wear Christmas jumpers and eat our Christmas lunch and performing our show to KS2! What a festive week it has been!
