Learning: 

This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have not been introduced to any new sounds but have instead been reviewing old sounds and working on their blending skills to read words. They have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

Books have been sent home to read together over the holidays.

In our Maths lessons this week we practiced counting forwards and backwards to 20. We sang some different number songs as well. We then looked at what a number line is and had a go at writing our numbers in our books.

We took a walk to the post-box on Monday morning to deliver the invitation to the witch. We couldn’t wait for the post man to come pick it up and deliver it. In our books, we had a go at sequencing the events of the story.

In Project this week the children have listened to Christmas stories and we talked about some of the ways we celebrate. We made Christmas cards and coloured in Christmas jumpers.
