Spring 1, Week 1
  
Learning: 

This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been introduced to the following new sounds ‘ai,ee,igh,oa’. They have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

Books are continued to be sent home on Tuesdays. Please continue to read with your children and record this in your reading records.

In our Maths lessons this week we learned about numbers to 20. We practiced counting forwards and backwards to 20. We looked at number lines and ten frames, practicing representing numbers on the ten frames. We learned the vocabulary more and less and compared numbers within 20 using these terms.

In Literacy the children listened to the story ‘Owl Babies’. We discussed the ‘who’, ‘what’ and ‘where’ of the story. We then recapped and ordered the story as a class. In their books, the children used pictures from the story to sequence what happened.

In Project this week we learned all about superheroes. We discussed some words to describe superheroes such as caring, kind, brave, strong, and resilient. We discussed what superheroes do and how they help people. We did some different activities such as make capes, belts and masks and put together superhero puzzles. We then shared with our classes some people we think are superheroes to us such as moms, dads, siblings and friends.

In Understanding the world we took part in Birdwatch Week. We discussed what birds are and named some birds we already know. We then looked at where birds live and what their homes are like. Maybe this weekend you and your child could spend some time outdoors birdwatching! We would love to see it on Tapestry.
