Spring 1, Week 2
  
Learning: 

This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been introduced to the following new sounds ‘oo (moon), oo (book), ar, or’. They have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

Books are continued to be sent home on Tuesdays. Please continue to read with your children and record this in your reading records.

In our Maths lessons this week we started adding numbers to 10. We used the vocabulary how many?, altogether, add, total/equals. We used to cubes, counters and number lines to demonstrate that adding 2 different numbers together will create a new number. We also had a go at using something called a part, part whole model to represent adding together 2 numbers to make a new one.

In Literacy the children recapped and relistened to the story ‘Owl Babies’. Together we created a story map of the events of the story and the children then had a chance to make one of their own. 

In Project this week, we carried on learning about ‘People who Help us’. We learned all about Florence Nightingale and how she was a nurse during the war. She had to be very brave, kind and helpful to have that job-just like a superhero. We looked at pictures of hospitals and medicine in her time and compared them to what they look like now.

In Understanding the world, we learned about Martin Luther King Jr. and how he believed it was so important that we treat everyone kindly and fairly. We discussed how we can be fair and kind at school.
