Spring 1, Week 3
  
Learning: 

This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been introduced to the following new sounds ‘ur,ow,oi and ear’. They have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

Books are continued to be sent home on Tuesdays. Please continue to read with your children and record this in your reading records.

In our Maths lessons this week we continued practicing our addition skills with numbers up to 6. We used vocabulary such as ‘add, equals, altogether, part/whole’. We had a go at adding together 2 numbers and then writing the number sentence ex. 2+1=3. We then put the numbers into a part-part whole model. Have a go at home!

In Literacy the children recapped the story Owl Babies. They are so good at retelling the story and listing the characters. We played a game where the children had to ask the characters questions. They took turns being the different owls and asking questions. They also had a go at describing the characters using words such as ‘fluffy, scared, brave’. 

In Project this week, we carried on learning about ‘Superheroes-People Who Help Us’. We learned all about different emergency services and what they do to help people. We focused on firefighters and what they do to help us. We talked about the number to call in an emergency, what alarms and fire drills are and how important it is to know where we live in case we need to give our address in an emergency.

In Understanding the world, we learned about ‘World Religion Day’. We discussed some different beliefs and religions and how they are celebrated. We compared them by talking about what was different and what was the same. It is so important to realise that everyone is different and unique and its what makes the world a special place.
