Spring 1, Week 4
  
Learning: 

This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been introduced to the following new sounds ‘er and air’. They have also been introduced to reading longer words. They have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

Books are continued to be sent home on Tuesdays. Please continue to read with your children and record this in your reading records.

In our Maths lessons this week we started subtraction! We learned new vocabulary such as subtract, take away, equals, altogether. We listened to a variety of songs that use subtraction such as ‘5 Little Ducks’ and ’10 Green Bottles’. The children then had a turn at completing their own subtraction questions using cubes to support their learning. 

In Literacy we started a new story ‘Supertato’! We read the story together and then made a list of all the qualities Supertato has to make a good superhero. We discussed the characters in the book, what happens such as ‘who is Evil pea and what does he try to do?’, ‘how does Supertato help the veggies?’ etc…

In Project this week, we carried on learning about ‘Superheroes’ and discussed how we can be superheroes by taking care of our planet. We focused on plants and recycling because these are two very important topics. We talked about what plants need to grow and how we take care of them. We then planted some class cress seeds to see how they grow. We discussed what recycling is, how we do it and how it helps our planet!

In Understanding the world we went on a winter walk. We discussed the changes that happen outside when winter comes. It looks much different from autumn time. For fresh air Friday, we got outside so we could try and spot all the signs of winter.
