Spring 1, Week 5
  
Learning: 

This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been recapping previous sounds as well as beginning to read longer words. They have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

Books are continued to be sent home on Tuesdays. Please continue to read with your children and record this in your reading records.

Our Maths this week focused on patterns! We listened to a patterns song and had a go at making patterns with our bodies such as clap, stomp, clap, stomp. We then made patterns on the whiteboard with different shapes and patterns using coloured cubes. In our books, we made ABAB patterns with cubes and even had a go at more complex patterns such as ABCABC and ABBABB. Make some patterns at home this weekend!

In Literacy we continued on with the focus around Supertato. Something very strange happened, the Evil Pea escaped from the book at the start of the week and we had to make a Wanted poster so we could find him! We wrote down a description of the evil pea and came up with a reward so we could find him!

In Project this week, we carried on learning about ‘Superheroes’ and discussed what we can do to keep our bodies healthy. We focused on eating the right foods to stay strong and healthy and discussed some foods we like and dislike. We also talked about the importance of teeth brushing and hand washing which both keep us clean. And lastly, we discussed the importance of exercise and all the ways we move our body to stay fit.

In Understanding the World, we talked about the celebration of Valentines Day and what people do on this special day. People show kindness and love by giving cards and flowers to people they care about. We then got to make our own Valentines Day card for someone special in our lives.
