Spring 1, Week 6
  
Learning: 

This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been recapping previous sounds as well as beginning to read longer words and more tricky words. They have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

Books are continued to be sent home on Tuesdays. Please continue to read with your children and record this in your reading records. Over half-term take some time to practice reading the phase 3 sounds and blending to read words.

In Maths, this week we carried on with patterns. We learned a pattern is something that repeats so it happens ‘over and over again’. We have made patterns with blocks, shapes, actions and beads. There are so many ways to make patterns! At home this weekend, go on a pattern hunt and see what you can find!

In Literacy, our focus book continued to be ‘Supertato’ but something funny happened this week! The evil pea became a superhero and the veggies all became villains! We compared different superheroes and villains and discussed the qualities of each. In our books, we chose a superhero or villain to write a sentence about to describe what they are like.

In Project this week, we carried on learning about ‘Superheroes’. One quality we have discussed is that superheroes are kind, so we spent the week doing activities focusing on kindness. We started by listening to a story called ‘Kind’ which discussed why being kind is so important and how it makes the world a better place. We had a group discussion about ways we can be kind to each other and compared kind and unkind actions.

In Understanding the World, we learnt all about the celebration of ‘Lunar New Year’. People all around the world celebrate this day to welcome a new year full of happiness and good luck. This year is extra special because it is the Year of the Horse! Horses are strong, fast, and full of energy. We talked about how in some countries, people decorate their homes with pictures of horses and wear bright colours like red and gold to bring good luck.
