Spring 2, Week 2
  
Learning: 
This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been recapping previous sounds as well as beginning to read longer words and more tricky words. This week we revisited the sounds oo (zoom) , oo (look), ar and or . They have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

Books are continued to be sent home on Tuesdays. Please continue to read with your children and record this in your reading records. The Phonics scheme that we use as a school is Little Wandle. In Maths we explored finding half. We discussed how half is having 2 equal parts. We found the half of different shapes such as circles and squares, we cut different objects like an apple, cake and pie in half and then we also found half of different amounts with the cubes. 

In Literacy we continued with our book ‘The Train Ride’. This week we focused on rhyme and repetition as this book has lots of that! We had to listen to the story and stop anytime we noticed something was being repeated. In our books we had a go at writing sentences about what the girl could see from the train such as a farm and the sea.

In Project this week, we learnt about floating and sinking. We read a story called Journey where a girl travels by boat and air-she floats. We started off by testing different materials such as paper, cardboard, foil and plastic in a bowl of water to see if they would float. We also find objects from around the classroom to see what would happen when they were in water. We then tested out flying paper airplanes and discussed how they ‘float’ but on the air.

In Understanding the World, we learnt about the celebration of Holi. This is a Hindu festival celebrating spring, love and new life. It is known as the ‘festival of colours’. We designed Holi t-shirts with bright colours during the lesson.
