Spring 2, Week 3
  
Learning: 
This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been recapping previous sounds as well as beginning to read longer words and more tricky words. This week we revisited the sounds ur,ow,oi and ear . They have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

Books are continued to be sent home on Tuesdays. Please continue to read with your children and record this in your reading records. The Phonics scheme that we use as a school is Little Wandle. In Maths we have been sequencing the days of the week and the events in our day. We sang a days of the week song and know there are 5 weekdays and 2 days on the weekend. We then went through our days and what we do before we come to school. In our books we used pictures to put our day in order.

In Literacy we continued with our book ‘The Train Ride’. This week we listed places that we see on our way to school such as ASDA, the swimming pool or Tesco. In our books, we got to write about what we see on this journey to school inside of our own little book. We started our sentences using the sentence starter ‘I can see…’

In Project this week, we carried on with our topic of ‘going on a journey’ talking about travelling by foot. We discussed the health benefits of a walk and some of the things we can see, hear, smell and touch when we get outside for a walk. We also learnt the word ‘environment’ and discussed what the environment like is at school or what is like when we go for a walk.

In Understanding the World, we learnt about the history of Mother’s day! We discussed how Mother’s Day is a special day when we say “thank you” to our mums, grandmas, and other people who take care of us. It’s a day to show them love with cards, hugs, and kind words. We then discussed some of those special things that our mummies and grandmas do for us to show us love.
