Spring 2, Week 4
  
Learning: 
This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been recapping previous sounds as well as beginning to read longer words and more tricky words. This week we revisited the sounds air and er. They have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

Books are continued to be sent home on Tuesdays. Please continue to read with your children and record this in your reading records. The Phonics scheme that we use as a school is Little Wandle. In Maths we learned about time! We learned that o’clock is when the long hand points to 12 and we had a go at showing different o’clock times on miniature clocks. We discussed the long hand, short hand and what the numbers on a clock mean. We then talked about what we do during our day and what time of the day we do those things as well as how long different activities take. 

In Literacy we started reading a new book called ‘Mr. Gumpy’s Outing’. We made a story map with pictures to retell the story. We also compared it to the book ‘The Train Ride’ and how both are about a journey and have repetition. We also discussed the feelings this book gives us such as excitement as the story goes on. 

In Project this week, we carried on with our topic of ‘Going on a Journey’ learning about travelling by air! We got on an ‘airplane’ and travelled to Africa and Antarctica. We discussed what it is like in these places and what kind of transport they use there and if it is similar or different than what we use in the UK. The children loved bringing their experience of travelling into our learning.

In Understanding the World, we learnt about Sign Language Week. We discussed what sign language is and how it is used to understand one another. We learned how to sign ‘hello’, ‘me’, ‘you’ and sang a song using sign language.
