Learning: 
This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been recapping previous sounds as well as beginning to read longer words and more tricky words. This week we recapped old sounds. They have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

Books are continued to be sent home on Tuesdays. Please continue to read with your children and record this in your reading records. The Phonics scheme that we use as a school is Little Wandle. In Maths we practiced counting forwards and backwards from 1-20, starting at different numbers. We also counted different objects and had a go at writing the number on our whiteboards. We also practiced counting the number of times we heard a chime and said what number came next. 

In Literacy we finished making our story maps in our books for Mr. Gumpy’s ride. We then read through our story maps we made last week and created some actions to go with it. 

In Project this week, we carried on with our topic of ‘Going on a Journey’ and travelling by air. We took the airplane to the rainforest this week and saw the different animals there, how green it was and discussed how people would travel around the rainforest.
