Expressive Art and Design

In this project, the children will explore primary and secondary colours and learn how to mix colours using a range of media. The children will learn about the artist Jackson Pollock and recreate artwork in his style. 
The children will continue to use a range of materials such as clay, chalk and marbling ink. At the end of this project, all the EYFS classrooms will be turned into art galleries and parents invited into school to view their children’s learning.

In this project we will explore a circus, understanding what a circus is and what happens at the circus. Children will practise a range of skills, such as juggling, balancing, throwing and catching. When learning about clowns and circus performers we explore expressions, freeze frames and face painting. We will then look at how to care for animals and wide environmental concerns linked to the circus.

Literacy and Phonics
The books covered this half term are Elmer and Giraffes Can’t Dance.

The children will be using innovation to create new and unique characters as well as identifying writing aspects such as rhyme and alliteration.
We are encouraging the children to begin writing CVC words and short captions or sentences as independently as they can.

In Phonics, the children will continue to secure their understanding of Phase 3 sounds, read words with double letters, words ending in –ing, and words with two or more digraphs. The children will recap all of the tricky words taught so far: put, pull, full, as, and, has, his, her, go, no, to, into, she, push, he, of, he, we, be, is, I, the, was, you, they, my, by, all, sure, pure. Children will also practise writing short captions during daily Phonics sessions.

In Maths, we will be exploring number bonds to both 5 and 10, as well as reviewing our adding and subtracting knowledge.

	Physical Development 

This half term, children will use rackets, bats, balls and balloons. Children will learn how different parts of our bodies can be used to keep the object in the air. We will explore directional vocabulary, turn taking and learning to control an object.
