Summer 1, Week 1

Learning: 
This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been recapping previous sounds as well as beginning to read longer words and more tricky words. This week we recapped old sounds. They have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

Books are continued to be sent home on Tuesdays. Please continue to read with your children and record this in your reading records. The Phonics scheme that we use as a school is Little Wandle. In Maths we practiced our number bonds to 5. We built towers with cubes ex. 4 blue cubes + 1 red cube = 5 cubes! We then put those numbers into a part-part whole model and had a go at writing the number sentences for these. We also learned a fun number bonds to 5 song. 

In Literacy we stared reading a new story called Elmer. We read the story and then discussed how Elmer was special and unique-he is not quite a ‘normal’ elephant. We then wrote a sentence together about why Elmer is so special- remembering capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. 

In Project this week we learned all about the power of magnets. We read a story about a robot with a magnetic bottom and how he kept losing it. We then got to play around with different magnets and finding things that were or weren’t magnetic. We then took a look in our environment for things that are made of metal to see if they were magnetic.
 
In Understanding the World, we learned all about ‘Earth Day’. We discussed what our planet looks like, who lives here and how we take care of it. We learned Earth Day is when we celebrate Earth for the amazing home it is and remind ourselves of how to take care of it and why that is so important. 
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
