Summer 1, Week 2

Learning: 
This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been recapping previous sounds as well as beginning to read longer words and more tricky words. This week we recapped old sounds. They have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

Books are continued to be sent home on Tuesdays. Please continue to read with your children and record this in your reading records. The Phonics scheme that we use as a school is Little Wandle. In Maths we practiced our number bonds to 6. We built towers with cubes and practiced putting the numbers into part-part-whole models and then writing the number sentence for them. Ex 4+2=6. The parts are 4 and 2 and the whole is 6. Ask your child to make a part-part-whole model at home! 

In Literacy we carried on with the story of Elmer. We discussed how Elmer is unique and special compared to the other elephants. We then discussed how we are all different and special and wrote a book titled ‘All About Me’. We had a go at drawing a friend’s self portrait as well to celebrate our uniqueness.  

In Project this week we started our creations topic. We learned about colours-such as the primary colours and how we can mix them to create new colours called secondary colours. We had a go at mixing some paint ourselves to make new colours. We discussed what happens to colours when we add black and white to them as well.
 
In Understanding the World, we learned about St. Geroge’s Day. This a day where we celebrate St. Geroge and his bravery. St. George was a brave knight who saw a town in trouble. A big, scary dragon was scaring the people and taking their food. But St. George wasn’t scared. He rode on his horse, held up his shiny sword, and fought the dragon. After a big battle, he defeated the dragon and saved the town! Now, people remember St. George as a hero who stood up for others and was very brave! We then got to make our own shields like St. George’s!
