Summer 1, Week 3

Learning: 
This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been recapping previous sounds as well as beginning to read longer words and more tricky words. This week we recapped old sounds. They have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

Books are continued to be sent home on Tuesdays. Please continue to read with your children and record this in your reading records. The Phonics scheme that we use as a school is Little Wandle. In Maths we have moved on to number bonds to 7! The children are really enjoying this and are building a secure knowledge of their number bonds. They have been completing part-part whole models to 7 as well as writing addition and subtraction number sentences. 

In Literacy we carried on with the story of Elmer. We revisited our vocabulary words of ‘special’, ‘unique’ and ‘different’, reminding ourselves of what they mean. As a class we created a new ‘unique’ animal and had a go at describing it. In our books, we had the chance to create our own animal and wrote it’s name, where it lives and what it likes to eat! 

In Project this week we continued with our theme of Creations! We learned about 2 different artists named Jackson Pollock and Rachel Maiden. They both have unique techniques that they use in their artwork. We had a go at trying them out. We have created some pieces of art for our upcoming art show at the end of the half-term-watch the week ahead for the date and time. 
 
In Understanding the World, we learned about a very brave person called Joan of Arc. She was someone who stood up for what she believed in and tried to make the world a better place. We created a helmet like the one that Joan would have worn when she went into battle! What an amazing person she was!
