Summer 1, Week 5

Learning: 
This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been recapping previous sounds as well as beginning to read longer words and more tricky words. This week we recapped old sounds. They have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

Books are continued to be sent home on Tuesdays. Please continue to read with your children and record this in your reading records. The Phonics scheme that we use as a school is Little Wandle. In Maths we spent the week learning about doubles! We sang a fun song called the ‘Doubles Rap’. We learned that doubles are when you add the same number twice ex. 3+3=6, 5+5=10. In our books we filled in the missing dots on the ladybirds to make doubles. 

In Literacy we continued reading ‘Giraffes Can’t Dance’. We finished the story and discussed if our predictions were right or not. We then looked at alliteration and what that means-when nearby words start with the same sound- ex. Pink pig, dancing deer or slithering snake. In our books we had a go at writing our own alliterations.   

In Project this week we continued with our theme of Creations! Our focus was using clay and a CD to make a snail! We rolled the clay to make the body and then decorated the CD to be the shell! We can’t wait to show you at our Art Gallery on Friday 22nd May at 2:45 pm. On Wednesday we started our circus learning by watching some gymnast videos and how they perform in the circus. We then had a go outside making up our own gymnastic routines and trying some of the moves.

In Understanding the World, we learned about Summer! We discussed the 4 seasons and how the weather changes during each season. We listed some of the things we know about summer and what activities we may do such as: warm sunshine, going on a picnic, berries, lemonade, eating ice cream and going to the beach.
