Summer 1, Week 6

Learning: 
This week, the children have continued their phonics learning. We have been practising how to show good sitting and listening skills, as well as learning how to hold a pen correctly. The children have been recapping previous sounds as well as beginning to read longer words and more tricky words. This week we recapped old sounds. They have enjoyed engaging in a range of activities to help them recognise and practise these sounds.

Books are continued to be sent home on Tuesdays. Please continue to read with your children and record this in your reading records. The Phonics scheme that we use as a school is Little Wandle. In Maths we spent the week  and ordering our numbers to 20. We made number lines in our books and practiced our number formation. We then compared numbers saying which one was bigger and which one was smaller.  

In Literacy we wrote fact files about giraffes! We looked at some pictures of giraffes and then wrote some sentences to describe what they look like, what they eat and where they live. We learned that we can do research to find out more about these animals to answer questions we don’t know. 

In Project this week we had our circus week! We spent 2 days participating in different circus activities from juggling, to spinning hoops to balance beam walking. We got to perfect our favourite activity later on in the week. It has been so fun to watch circus videos, discuss what we already know about the circus and take part in circus activities.
In Understanding the World, we learned what cultural diversity means: Cultural Diversity Day is a special day to celebrate how different and unique people are from all around the world. People come from many different countries, and they speak different languages, wear different clothes, and have different foods and traditions. On this day, we learn about and respect these differences. It’s like having a big party where everyone shares what makes them special, so we can all be friends and understand each other better! It’s a day to be kind, curious, and excited about learning new things about the world. We made a flag for a country of our choice.
